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Opinion provides the following guidance for ministers and sessions:

They should not utilize liturgies for Christian marriage or liturgies for the
recognition of civil marriage in ceremonies for same sex couples.
e They may not perform a ceremony that they consider or represent to be the same as a marriage cere-
mony nor may they permit their facilities to be utilized for any such ceremony.
e They may provide pastoral care in the form of worship services that "celebrate a loving, caring, and com-
mitted relationship” such as civil unions for same sex couples, but they must also advise such couples that
such a service does not constitute a marriage and may not be held out as such.
