Chituka Prayer House is the first
prayer house of Bandawe. Today Chituka Prayer house has close to 145 members and have got
four (4) sections namely: Msumba, Chigawi, Chituka East and West.

Apart from Evangelism Chituka has the welfare ministry which is there to serve the social and
spiritual needs of it’s members like the sick, widows, elderly, the bereaved etc..

In order to raise funds, every member contribute and it is no compulsory we also do peace work
for money (doing any type of work for money) and also get gift or help from well-wishers . To
insure spiritual health of the members we conduct group Bible study on Wednesday.
On the project side we intend to build a new church building and that is the reason why from last
vear summer we started molding (making) bricks. But we know it is a challenge, but with God’s
help nothing is impossible.

- The present church has poor ventilation hence very hot in summer.

- Poor light which makes it hard to read a Bible.

- Low capacity during communion services

- Lack of departmental spaces.
After building the church we would also like to build a guesthouse where the Parish Minister
could be accommodated during his Pastoral visits.

On the relationship with Hamilton Union Presbyterian Church and Chituka, we would really love
it it were a long term one. On visitations we are expecting it to be continued and if God willing
we can always love to visit our brothers in Christ at Hamilton Union Church.
